Newcastle High School for Girls – General Rules for School Transport

1.	The school transport service is a non-profit making venture, run by the school for the benefit of those participating in it.

2.	Payment for the service shall be made termly in advance and no allowance shall normally be made if an allocated place is not used.

3.	The school is empowered to require the removal from the scheme of any pupil whose behaviour or conduct is detrimental to the operation of the service.

4.	The school is empowered to require the removal from the scheme of any Junior School pupil whose parent or guardian routinely fails to be on time to meet her off the bus in the evening.

5.	A chaperone will be appointed who will be responsible for the general conduct of the pupils during their time on the school transport.

6.	In certain circumstances, the school may give specific permission for a pupil to use the service on an occasional basis in return for a payment in advance per single trip.

7.	Parents joining the service agree unconditionally to accept these rules by signing the declaration at the end of this section.  Parents must undertake to instruct their daughters as to the good behaviour required of them, whilst waiting for, and during their time on the bus.  The wearing of seatbelts is compulsory by law. 

NOTES:

· Pupils should be at their stop at least 5 minutes before the scheduled departure time.

· Parents, guardians or other carers collecting Junior School pupils off the bus in the evening should be at their stop at least 5 minutes before the scheduled arrival time for that stop.

· Junior school pupils must be met off the bus by a named adult or will be allowed off if accompanied by a Senior School sibling or other named Senior School pupil only with the express prior written consent of a parent or guardian.





NHSG Pupil Code of Conduct for School Bus Travel (to be completed on registering for school bus services for the first time)

Whilst travelling on the School bus, all pupils must:
· Follow the chaperone’s / bus driver’s direction without argument
· Treat other people and their possessions with respect
· Remain seated and wear the seat belt properly 
· Remove belongings from additional seats should the seat be needed for another pupil or the chaperone to sit down
· Be on time for the bus – the bus will leave on time and will not wait for latecomers
Whilst travelling on the School bus, pupils must not:
· Consume food or drink
· Leave any rubbish
· Place their feet on seats
· Bully, harass or intimidate other people
· Play audible music
· Junior School pupils must not use internet enabled devices or mobile phones

Failure to adhere to the points listed above could result in withdrawal of a place on the School bus.
